Journal of Integrating the four sites
Begin installing Movable Type Blog software used by Group A (Educational Issues) (2 hours).

1. Asian languages available only include Japanese… could this be a problem for Asian educators who may have to tweak, or install the blogging software on their mirror systems.

2. Instructions appear clear… some clarification of steps and process in the installation process is required. 

3. Created movabletype-static directory to hold the image, docs, styles.css, and mt.js files.  Url to access is http://www.thewebworks.bc.ca/TsunamiLegacyProject/moveabletype-static/
4. Created movabletype directory in the cgi-bin directory to hold the cgi’s.  Url to access is http://www.thewebworks.bc.ca/cgi-bin/movabletype/
5. Two more hours of cofigurations and the system is up and running… now to upload the weblog that group A created… will attempt that tomorrow… a bit more configuring from within the moveable type program itself… things look good so far… hope I don’t find any bugs… or problems from here on out.
Taking all four sites and making them self contained as to links.  All links calling to the original site must be made relative, in anticipation of moving the site.

Group C section

1. Take group C portion of the legacy site and “check it into” the Official Legacy site.

2. Examine systematically all pages for relative references, ensuring no absolute references are used to call any pages from the group C portion of the legacy site.  This will ensure that the Group C portion of the legacy site is self contained within its own folder and only links that link to pages/sites outside the Group C portion of the legacy site are absolute referenced.  This will ensure that when the site is “mirrored”, all pages will function correctly.
3. First identifiable problem:  group C uses a template for all pages…. Within the template <head> are a number of absolute references for <SCRIPT LANGUAGE="JavaScript" SRC=” that are absolute reference calls, and also within the template <body> are many absolute reference calls for the left navigation menu used throughout the entire site.  
1. Solution: Adjustment to the template will be required at the mirror site.  Open the file groupc > templates > standard.dwt and use dreamweaver to find and replace “www.thewebworks.bc.ca with the url of the new hosting site (eg  www.thenewsite.com).  
4. Changed the standard.dwt template file to target www.thewebworks.bc.ca/TsunamiLegacyProject
5. Problem:  Original template does not update all the files… original groupc template is identified on each page as being in a specified folder, with specific relative path from the original groupc website’s root folder, new structure of new site (used to be root > templates > standard.dwt, it is now root > groupc > templates > template file ) makes the original template file unrecognizable to dreamweaver.  So changing the original template does not update all the groupc files.  
Solution: Use old template file to create a new template and save the newly created template “as template” in the new TsunamiLegacyProject.  Then apply the new template one file at a time to each webpage file in the groupc folder and subfolders.  Massive time consumer, but this is a one time problem.  Each page that uses the old template must then be updated using the following:

To apply a template to an existing document: 

2. Choose File > Open to open the document you want to apply the template to.

3. Perform one of the following actions:

· Click in the Document window, then choose Modify > Templates > Apply Template to Page. Choose a template from the list and click Select.

· Select the template in the Templates category of the Assets panel, and click the Apply button.

· Drag the template from the Templates category of the Assets panel to the Document window’s Design view.

If content exists in the document that can’t be automatically assigned to a template region, the Inconsistent Region Names dialog box appears. It lists all the editable regions in the template being applied. Use it to choose a destination for the content. 

Once this is completed, changing the “groupc_template” file in dreamweaver will update all the groupc files that are based on it.  So  number 3 above will not work as planned.  At the mirror site the following will have to be done:

Open the file templates > groupc_template.dwt and use dreamweaver to find and replace “www.thewebworks.bc.ca” with the url of the new hosting site (eg  www.thenewsite.com).  The template will then update all the groupc files that are based on that template.

6. groupc root level webpage files updating completed.  Now need to continue systematically with all other web page files in other folders.


css – holds the css files nothing to do here
Diseases – all these files need to have new template applied and checked for relative references.

Problem:  all files in this section except for the first three (Anaemia.htm, Arsenicosis.htm, and Ascariasis.htm) were created without the use of the template.  I will apply the new template to the aforementioned files, and they will be updated automatically when the template is changed on the asian mirror site.  I will have to manual FIND and REPLACE all other files in this folder and the same will have to be done for the asian mirror site.  A very unfortunate situation.
Documents – original development assorted files, nothing to do here
gifs – folder holding all graphics used in the groupc site, no work to do here

health – files at root level all updated with new template, no changes needed here
diseases – this folder contains the actual html pages used by the groupc site, the Diseases folder above is unnecessary to the site and could be removed, this one must stay, updated all files with the new template.
Documents – a copy of the above Documents folder, nothing to do here.
Links – suggestions.html  is a page that uses Formmail.cgi and will have to be set up on the new mirror server in order to work.  It targets a cgi script hosted on www.thewebworks.bc.ca right now, and cgi capability will have to be available and this page will have to be reworked to the new sites.  The target for the cgi and the recipient of the mail must be identified.  The Formmail cgi is available from  http://www.scriptarchive.com/.  And will have to be installed and set up on the mirror server.   Concerning code is:

7. Completion of Group C section… tested and functioning a-okay.

Group D section 

1. Check in group D section of Legacy site.
2. First look at files and structures indicates a fairly easy to work with section.

3. A dreamweaver template was used to create group d files.  So the same template problem exists on the groupd  section.  Need to create a new template and apply it to all the pages.  

4. First problem:  group d site used php extension on all their files… so new mirror site will require PHP activated.  PHP was used only for the identification of date files were last updated.  If no PHP processing is available on the mirror site, the following would have to be done:

a. Remove all code that calls the PHP processes.

b. Rename all files with html extension

c. Recode all references that call groupd files that end in php to call groupd files that end in .html

This would be a bit of work… but not a lot of files to redo in the groupd site.

5. New template created.  Applying to files one by one and identifying any additional changes that will have to be made beyond a template update.  Template will need to be adjusted the same as the groupc template.

Group B Section

1. Problem:  Three template files… which template is applied to which pages!!!!
2. Found a work around the problem (Targeted groupb folder as a website in dreamweaver, opened each template file and made a single change – added a comment line – and examined if any pages updated… legends.dwt changed nothing… not being used, template.dwt changed nothing… not being used… examined the last one… compared to random selection of pages in site… and it matched… it is the current template being used by groupb.  

3. Updated the template2.dwt file and created a TsunamiLegacyProject template file from it… new template file is groupb_template.dwt, adjusted the mailto at bottom of page… this mailto will have to be adjusted for the webmaster of the mirrored site.  Code of concern is:

4. Apply new template to all file in site and check for any other problems:
Problem: first attempt to apply new template generated error messages regarding the  new templates match to the existing template used.  Investigation identifies the template.dwt as the template file to be used on this file.  Wondering how that didn’t show up earlier in the work around… but glad to have caught it… the problem with templates and dreamweaver is that there is no way of identifying which template is applied to a particular file… that is what design notes are used for.  No design notes were kept in the development of the site.  Will try again with template.dwt…
Problem: After considering that I had the work around for the template… updated old template file and saved as new template for the new site… tried to apply to the agriculture.html file and got “Some regions in document have no corresponding regions in the new template”  4 hours of examination of  attempts to resolve, and finally having to examine the code of one page against the templates, line by line… it appears that Dreamweaver will not be usable for updating the pages with a new template.  So plan B has to be utilized… take each page and hand code any changes into them… recording any additional changes that have to be made by the mirror site.  Cannot figure out what this group has done with the templates, what templates they used for what pages, or even if the templates I have are the correct ones.  Noted a discrepancy between the agriculture.html page and its editable regions and what is expected by dreamweaver… may be part of the problem…

The fact that Template appears instead of Instance could be causing an issue.  Cannot resolve the problem.  Will hand code these pages to expedite the project.  Take each page and hand code any changes into them… recording any additional changes that have to be made by the mirror site.  Any changes to the file structure of the site will require hand coding changes to the relative references on all pages of this section of the site.

Arg##**(&^%.... just went to save a file I adjusted and discovered why all the files appear to have a template applied… but don’t….. A template was created… and each page was started from that template… every page is a template…. Rather than pages with a template applied.  !!!!!!  Thank heaven that all the references throughout the site appear to be relative… or every page would have to be reworked … as it is I’m only having to change the “webmaster” mailto on the bottom of each page.
The end result after all these hours of work are each page only needs the mailto for the webmaster at the bottom of the page updated for the asian mirror site… BUT each page must be saved with “Save As”, an attempt to use Save.. will result in Dreamweaver attempting to save the file as a template.. because it is a template.  “Save As” is a work around for this.

The template problem on this site should be fixed if it is to be updated regularly.  As hand coding is necessary to update the pages, and the pages are filled with template region identifiers that really do nothing as it is.  Possible fix for the template problem:  Take each page and use a text editor to change the dreamweaver Template code “<!--TemplateBeginEditable -->”, on all pages of the site, to a dreamweaver ‘instance of the template’ code “<!--InstanceBeginEditable -->”.  Then ensure the page is saved “NOT” as a template but as a regular page in dreamweaver.  Patch any template mismatch problems with the template “template2.dwt”.  Then make desired changes to “template2.dwt” and save as a template in the Legacy site with the file name “groupb_template.dwt”.  Open each page in the site and apply the new Legacy template “groupb_template.dwt”.  The Legacy site template for groupa will then be available for updating all of groupb files from one file, and will provide editable regions for people updating the content.  This is a tricky process, but certainly a doable.
Group A section

1. Problem – All files have been placed in one folder… site structure does not provide a good appropriate separation of files.  This cannot be addressed now, but should be addressed some time in the future.  A difficult file structure to work with in the future.
2. Problem: Not a serious problem, more an inconsistency.  The home page for this group does not use the traditional index.htm or home.html .... They have used worldmap.html as the homepage which is a bit out of the ordinary but okay… it just needs to be noted for future development purposes.
3. There are no templates on this section.  This whole site requires individual file attention. 
4. Problem:  Many absolute references that must be adjusted to relative references on each page.  Will work through each page, make the relative reference changes, and identify any additional changes that must be made at the asian mirror site.
